Before commencing the Baden Powell Challenge Guides must have 
completed the following: 

 
 Made their Guide Promise 
 Gained at least 2 Interest Badges 
 Gained 2 Annual Challenge Badges 

 Be at least 12 years old

 Unit Leader completes ‘Notification of Starting BP Challenge Form’ 
with the Guide.  

 

 Send form to BP Advisor. 
 

Invitation to a Baden Powell Adventure. 

 

 When a Guide has completed 8 of the 10 clauses, complete ‘Notification 
of Near Completion Form’ and send to BP Advisor with an A5 stamped 
addressed envelope (the Guide’s address) for each Guide. Invitations to 
Baden Powell Adventures will be returned in it. 

 
Copies of the ‘Notification of Near Completion’ form 
can be found in the G-File, at the end of this Guide 
and also on Girlguiding Hampshire East website. 

 
 Receipt of this form will allow BP Advisor to invite 

Guide to BP Adventure. 
 
Please note the following:  

Guides CANNOT be invited to attend an Adventure unless this form has 
been received. 
 

Guides will be invited to a maximum of 3 County Baden Powell 
Adventures. 
 
Unit Leaders MUST NOT allow Guides to attend BP Adventures outside of 
the organised County events without prior agreement from the County 
Commissioner. 

 

Completion & Badge Application Form 
 

 Following attendance on BP Adventure, the Unit Leader will be issued 
with a Badge Application Form.  

 
 Once the Guide has completed ten clauses, she then meets with the 

District Commissioner or Division Commissioner to discuss her award and 
the Commissioner will sign the badge application.
