A BIG thank you to everyone who has found the time to undertake the right level of training so they are
compliant by the end of 2020. We appreciate that this has been another thing to do along with all the
other adjustments everyone has had to make this year, so thank you for keeping your training up to date.

Just a reminder though, that just because we have a compliance deadline of 31st December 2020, the
need to keep your training up to date does not go away.

For A Safe Space Levels 1, 2 & 3 you will need to renew your training every three years. For those
leaders needing Level 4 you will need to renew every five years.

Levels 1 and 2 are available all the time in the e-learning section of the Girlguiding website whilst Levels 3
and 4 can be booked onto via the Region events website. All trainings are currently being delivered
virtually.
